Short Report on IUTAM Bureau Meeting, August 2001 
 
In 2001 the IUTAM Bureau meeting was held in two sessions on 11 and 12 
August at the Institute of Fundamental Technological Research in Warsaw. 
Among the items discussed at the meeting were the following: 
- Matters concerning Adhering and Affiliated Organizations. 
- Matters concerning ICSU. An extensive discussion was devoted to 

the desire of the ICSU Executive Board regarding position 
statements on scientific issues. 

- Reports by the Treasurer and the Secretary-General. 
- Co-sponsorship of mechanics meetings by IUTAM. After discussion a 

procedure with respect to such co-sponsorship was agreed. This procedure 
is now specified on the IUTAM website. 

- Standing Scientific Committees. It was agreed to submit a document on 
Standing Scientific Committees and Working Parties for Approval by the 
General Assembly in Cambridge 

- Newsletter. It was agreed that in addition to the website IUTAM should 
have a newsletter-like medium for active communication with its 
members. The Secretary-General will take responsibility for the 
development of such a communication medium.

Short Report on IUTAM XCCC Meeting, August 2001  

 
At ICTAM 2000 in Chicago, Warsaw was chosen as the site for ICTAM 
2004.  The Executive Committee of the Congress Committee therefore had a 
meeting in Warsaw on 11-13 August 2001.  Our hosts were Professors 
Witold Gutkowski (President of ICTAM 2004), Tomasz Kowalewski 
(Secretary-General) and Michal Kleiber (Director of IPPT, the Institute of 
Fundamental Technological Research of the Polish Academy of Sciences, 
where the meeting was held).  Most of the meeting was of course taken up 
with plans for the Warsaw Congress, whose dates will be 15-21 August 
2004.  It was decided that the format of the Congress should be essentially 
the same as at the highly successful Chicago Congress, with only minor 
changes.  Six exciting mini-Symposia were chosen, with their Chairs, as 
follows: 
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1. Smart materials and structures (N. Sottos) 
2. Tissue, cellular and molecular biomechanics (P. Janmey) 
3. Mechanics of thin films and non-structures (K.S. Kim) 
4. Microfluidics (P. Tabeling) 
5. Microgravity flow phenomena (J.C. Legros) 
6. Atmosphere and ocean dynamics (J. Sommeria) 
 
Co-chairs were also selected, but one or two have not yet agreed to serve so 
they are not listed here.  There will in addition be 58 pre-nominated sessions, 
a list of which can be found on the Congress website 
(http://ictam04.ippt.gov.pl); their chairs and co-chairs will be chosen at the 
Cambridge meeting this August, as will the opening and closing lecturers.  
Detailed planning by the Local Organising Committee is well advanced, and 
a complete timetable for the planning and preparation of the Congress was 
agreed.  On the morning of Monday, 13 August, the XCCC was given a tour 
of the Congress site (the Warsaw University of Technology) and the 
excellently equipped (and cheap) new student residences where many 
delegates will stay. 
 
The other main items on the agenda were selection of the International 
Papers Committee, and a review of ICTAM 2000.  A major concern that 
arose from the latter was how to encourage scientists from certain countries 
to improve the quality of their submitted abstracts so that a larger proportion 
of them is accepted for presentation:  there were some countries with over 
ten abstracts submitted but one or none accepted.  Moreover, there were 
other countries with only one or two submissions, or none:  how can we help 
these countries develop their mechanics communities?
