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President’ Address 
 
I was honoured to represent IUTAM at the General Assembly of ICSU (the 
International Council for Science), which was held in Rio de Janeiro, 25-28 
September 2002.  This General Assembly provided a valuable opportunity to 
exchange views with representatives of other International Scientific Unions 
(particularly those close to IUTAM such as IMU and IUGG), and to 
contribute to the evolving policy of ICSU, which has undergone rapid 
transformation over recent years. 
 
ICSU has identified certain priority areas for development. The General 
Assembly program began with four parallel scientific fora related to these 
priority areas, namely: 1) Science for Sustainable Development; 2) Energy 
and Sustainable Societies; 3) Ensuring Global Access to Scientific Data and 
Information; and 4) Capacity Building for Science or Strengthening Science 
in Developing Countries. (It is no coincidence that these areas have 
substantial overlap with priority areas similarly identified at the recent World 
Summit on Sustainable Development held in Johannesburg.) I attended the 
fourth of these scientific fora, in view of the recent decision of the General 
Assembly of IUTAM to establish a Working Party on Capacity Building, 
which will consider how IUTAM can best contribute to ICSU's endeavors in 
this vitally important area. 
 
Consistent with its more focused policy, ICSU has transformed its Grants 
Program to reflect its new priority areas:  whereas until 2001 it awarded an 
automatic grant (of order $5000) to each of its constituent Scientific Unions, 
it now instead annually invites proposals from these Scientific Unions for 
projects requiring seed-corn funding and falling clearly within its priority 
areas.  I am currently in discussion with the Bureau of IUTAM concerning 
the possible submission of a proposal for the 2004 round, soon to be 
advertised on the ICSU website http://www.icsu.org.  As and when this 
proposal materializes, it will be circulated to General Assembly members for 
comment and approval with a view to submission to ICSU. 
 
In general terms, I believe that we in IUTAM should increasingly seek to 
engage in collaborative projects with other Union members of the ICSU 
family.  Our Symposia, which can be arranged jointly with other Unions or 
with organizations affiliated to IUTAM when the subject matter is  
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appropriate, provide a very natural opportunity for interdisciplinary and 
collaborative activity.  I would like to encourage the development of 
proposals for such joint Symposia in the future.

Memorial Address in honour of Professor Drucker 
 
The following address was read on behalf of the President at a Memorial 
Symposium held at the University of Florida, 8-10 October 2002, in honour 
of former IUTAM President Professor Dan Drucker: 
 
Dan Drucker served the International Union of Theoretical and Applied 
Mechanics (IUTAM) over an extended period, and had an extremely positive 
influence upon it. He was elected Treasurer of IUTAM in 1972, and held 
that position for 8 years under the Presidency of first H. Gortler (Germany), 
then F. Niordson (Denmark). Dan himself succeeded to the Presidency of the 
Union for the period 1980 to 1984, leading up to the 16th International 
Congress of Theoretical and Applied Mechanics held in Lyngby, Denmark, 
1984.  He then, as is customary, served as Vice-President during the 
subsequent four years of James Lighthill's Presidency, 1984 to 1988. 
 
As Treasurer, Dan exerted sound control over the finances of the Union and 
gave wise counsel to its General Assembly on the best use of its resources.  
His contributions on these biennial occasions were characterized by a shrewd 
analysis coupled with a clarity and firmness of presentation, which 
invariably commanded respect. His election as President was a very natural 
sequel; in this capacity, he ruled IUTAM with great distinction, and always 
with the gentle good humor and tolerance that came so naturally to him, and 
that served to promote an atmosphere of great friendship and cordiality 
throughout the General Assembly. 
 
After 1988, Dan continued to serve as an elected member of the General 
Assembly, and his contributions at critical moments of discussion would 
frequently provide just the right words of guidance when difficult decisions 
had to be taken. Dan Drucker's services to IUTAM have helped to promote 
the development of theoretical and applied mechanics at the highest level, 
and to strengthen the bonds of this International Union from which all  
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members of the wide IUTAM family, both old and young, continue to draw  
benefit.

Short Report on IUTAM General Assembly, August 2002

The IUTAM General Assembly was held in two sessions on 17 and 18 
August 2002 in the Moller Centre of Cambridge University, UK. Among the 
items discussed and decided upon at the meeting were the following: 
 
Matters concerning Affiliated Organizations: 
The General Assembly agreed to admit the International Congresses on 
Thermal Stresses (ICTS) as an Affiliated Organization of IUTAM. 
  
IUTAM Symposia 2004 and 2005 
The General Assembly agreed on 15 IUTAM Symposia to be held in the 
years 2004 and 2005. These Symposia are listed on the IUTAM website.  
The Bureau assigned the members of the Scientific Committees according to 
expertise in the fields of the Symposia and based on their geographical 
distribution.  
 
IUTAM Summer Schools 
The General Assembly agreed one Summer School to be held in 2003 and  
one Summer School in 2004. These Summer Schools are listed on the 
IUTAM website. 
 
Study Groups for Symposia proposals  
The General Assembly decided that the Bureau should set up Study Groups 
for two Symposia Proposals to encourage the proposers to strengthen the 
proposals. 
 
Working Parties / Standing Scientific Committees  
The General Assembly agreed to establish the following 9 Working Parties: 
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WP1 Non-Newtonian Fluid Mechanics and Rheology  
Chair: Prof. J.R.A. Pearson, Cambridge, UK 

WP2 Dynamical Systems and Mechatronics 
Chair: Prof. R.S. Sharp, Bredford, UK  

WP3 Mechanics of Materials 
Chair: Prof. S. Bodner, Haifa, Israel  

WP4 Materials Processing 
Chair: Prof. R. Moreau, Grenoble, France  

WP5 Computational Fluid and Solid Mechanics 
Chair: Prof. E.R. de Arantes e Oliveira, Lisbon, Portugal  

WP6 Biomechanics  
WP7 Nano- and Micro-Scale Phenomena in Mechanics  
WP8 Geophysical and Environmental  
WP9 Education in Mechanics and Capacity Building  
The General Assembly also selected the names of the Chairs of WP6-9, who 
will be invited. 
All WPs are required to provide to the Secretary-General a report once every 
year and to report to the General Assembly every 2 years.  
 
Election of members of the Congress Committee of IUTAM 
The General Assembly decided to elect 7 persons as members of the 
Congress Committee for the period 2002 through 2006. The new 
membership of the Congress Committee from 1 November 2002 is recorded 
on the IUTAM website. 
 
Date and venue of next GA and Bureau meeting 
The General Assembly decided to hold its next meeting during the 21st 
ICTAM in Warsaw, Poland, on Tuesday evening, 17 August and on 
Wednesday afternoon, 18 August 2004. 
The next Bureau meeting will be held in Tallinn, Estonia, on Saturday 
afternoon, July 5, and Sunday morning, July 6, 2003.

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Short Report on Congress Committee meeting, August 2002 
 
This is a report on the progress of the planning and preparations for the 21st 
ICTAM in Warsaw, 15-21 August 2004, and in particular of the decisions 
made by the Congress Committee (CC) at its meeting on 17 August 2002. 
 
1. First, I can report that the Local Organising Committee (LOC), led by 

the Congress President, Professor Witold Gutkowski, and its Secretary-
General, Professor Tomasz Kowalewski, has everything well in hand for 
the 21st ICTAM.  The Executive of the Congress Committee (XCCC) 
visited Warsaw in August 2001 and were very pleased with the facilities, 
and the full CC was impressed by the LOC's report.  Many will already 
have seen the preliminary announcement of the Congress, and visited the 
Congress website.  The structure of the Congress will be exactly the 
same as the 20th ICTAM in Chicago. 

 
2. The first item for the CC's decision was to select opening and closing 

lecturers, from a shortlist prepared by the XCCC from a large number of 
suggestions sent in by members of the CC, the GA and other relevant 
bodies.  The resulting opening and closing lecturers are given in the 
section on the announcement of ICTAM 2004 of this Newsletter. 

 
3. At its meeting in 2001, the XCCC selected 6 topics for Mini-symposia, 

which are given in the section on the announcement of ICTAM 2004 
with the names of those who have agreed to serve as Chairs and co-
Chairs.  The organisers of each Mini-symposium have the right to 
nominate one Sectional Lecturer to speak on the topic of that Mini-
symposium, and those nominations are also given below.  In addition the 
organisers will be arranging for three one-hour introductory lectures in 
each Mini-symposium. 

 
4. The CC also selected the names of 12 more scientists who will be invited 

to give Sectional Lectures, with 4 reserves.  Their names will be on the 
First Announcement of the Congress, to be produced soon. 

 
5. Next the CC has also selected the names of those to be invited as (equal) 

co-chairs of all 59 Prenominated Sessions (PNS), with one reserve in 
each case. 
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6. One innovation decided on by the CC is to allow the Chairs of Mini-
symposia to invite a maximum of three regular speakers, to go into 
contributed lecture slots, in addition to be introductory lecturers, without 
the possibility of being over-ruled by the International Papers 
Committee.  This dispensation is not being extended to PNS co-chairs. 

 
7. We have had bids to host ICTAM 2008 from the cities of Adelaide, 

Australia and Beijing, China, and the CC heard excellent presentations 
from representatives of both these cities.  I have also had an indication 
that a bid will come from Mumbai (Bombay), India.  The CC will make 
a decision on the venue for the 2008 Congress during the Warsaw 
Congress. 

 
8. Finally, the CC has drawn up a shortlist of candidates for election by the 

GA to serve on the CC in place of those who have come to the end of 
their terms.
